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Have you checked out the new Chamber website?





Are you aware that you as a Member of the Nipawin & District Chamber of Commerce are able to add your business information on the Chamber’s website for the entire world to see?  





After you add your business listing you are able to maintain it if your business information changes.  Your business listing has the ability to display: Business address; Google Map; Business Logo; Link to your website; Description of your business; Business contact information such as email, phone, fax, contact person; Number of hits or impressions to create your business listing you must first sign up on the website.





Here’s how you create your business listing.





Step 1: Register on Website


1. Go to http://www.nipawinchamber.ca


	Click the “Sign Up Button” 


2. Fill in the information with a valid email address click “Register”


3. A confirmation email will be sent to your email address, which will contain a confirmation link.  Click this link


to complete the registration process.  If you don’t receive an email immediately after signing up please check


your spam/junk email folder.





Step 2: Add your Business Listing


1. Log into the website using the username and password to create your website account.  If at anytime you


forget your username and password you can retrieve this information.  


2. Once logged in – click the “Business Directory” menu tab.  


3. Click the “Add Entry” button 


4. Fill in all the required fields.  You can add the Longitude and Latitude of your business so that Google maps properly lists your business.  To determine these numbers visit � HYPERLINK "http://itouchmap.com/latlong.html" ��http://itouchmap.com/latlong.html� and find your business location.  


5. You can upload a logo and icon – the icon is a smaller version of your logo.  The meta description and keywords will help with the websites search engine and also external search engines such as Google, Yahoo and Bing.  


6. You can add your business listing up to 5 relevant categories.  Browse the categories and use the button to add the categories.

Vote on Election Day (IN THE NIPAWIN AREA)


In Nipawin @ the Nipawin Evergreen Centre in the Auditorium from 7:30 a.m. to 7:30 p.m.


To vote on Election Day, you must be � HYPERLINK "http://www.elections.ca/content.aspx?section=vot&dir=faq&document=faqreg&lang=e" \l "a1" �registered to vote�.  If you aren't, you can � HYPERLINK "http://www.elections.ca/content.aspx?section=vot&dir=faq&document=faqreg&lang=e" \l "a2" �register on the elections Canada website �or register at your polling place, just before you vote.  You must � HYPERLINK "http://www.elections.ca/content.aspx?section=vot&dir=ids&document=index&lang=e" �prove your identity and address� (land location if you live in a rural municipality).  


Your advance poll location will be located on your voter information card.  You can also find the address in the Voter Information Service on the Elections Canada website or by calling Elections Canada.   


To vote at advance polls: You must be registered to vote.  If you aren't, you can register on the Elections Canada website or register at your advance polling place, just before you vote.  You will need to prove your identity and address.  





Vote at your local Elections Canada office (returning office in the Nipawin Area)


If you are in your riding, you can visit your local Elections Canada office and register to vote by special ballot. The special ballot registration deadline is 6:00 p.m. on Tuesday, April 26. 


The Main Returning Office for the Constituency of Prince Albert is the Forest Centre @ 1061 Central Avenue in Prince Albert, Saskatchewan.  


Hours are: Monday to Friday: 9:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m.; Saturday: 9:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.; Sunday: Noon to 4:00 p.m.


Staff will ask you to complete an Application for Registration and Special Ballot form. They will check your form and ask you to show acceptable proof of identity and home address. Once everything is in order, they will give you a special ballot voting kit. 


You can vote right there in the office, or take the kit home with you and return your completed special   


      ballot to your local Elections Canada office by the Election Day deadline on Monday, May 2. 





Are you registered to vote?


If you are registered to vote and Elections Canada has your current address, you should have already received a voter information card in the mail. If your name and address are stated correctly, you are registered to vote at the polling place indicated on your card.  If you did not get a voter information card, or if your card is incorrect, you must contact Elections Canada to register to vote or update your voter information.  .

visit your local Elections Canada office in Prince Albert before 6:00 p.m. on Tuesday, April 26


go to your advance polling place on Friday, April 22, Saturday, April 23 or Monday, April 25, or


go to your election day polling place on Monday, May 2





To register, you'll be asked to:


fill out a form (you can return it by mail, by fax or in person)


certify that you are a Canadian citizen who will be 18 or older on election day, Monday, May 2, and


prove your identity and address


Option #1 – Show one original piece of identification with your photo, name and address. It must be issued by a government agency, such as a drivers license


Option #2 – Show two original pieces of authorized identification.  Both pieces must have your name and one must also have your address, (your physical address: street address or land location) such as: Passport, Health Card, Birth Certificate, Student I.D. Card, SIN Card, Certificate of Indian Status Card, Veterans Affairs Canada Health Card 


Option #3 – Take an oath and have an elector who knows you vouch for you (both of you will be required to make a sworn statement). This person must have authorized identification and their name must appear on the list of electors in the same polling division as you. This person can only vouch for one person and the person who is vouched for cannot vouch for another elector, such as a neighbour, your roommate.
